Purpose/Problem/Research Questions:  Clear statement of the objective of the study and the research problems and/or hypothesis. 
Quality of the Literature. The review needs to provide a rational for the study supported by previous works. 

Quality of Data Collection Tools and Processes. Data collection tools and/or sources and processes are clearly specified. Quality of tools is addressed.
Reporting of Data. Results are specified in tables, texts or figures and linked to the research questions. 
Quality of Analysis. Analytic procedures are explained beyond descriptive presentation, including quantitative, qualitative and mixed-methods techniques and issues of generalizability/confirmability.

Impact of the Study. Conclusions demonstrate relevance to contemporary schooling.

Style. Clear, concise and in APA format.
